29 Handguns Stolen in Willard Ohio Gun Shop Burglary

and conviction of the persons(s) responsible for the theft of firearms from
Willard Fish N Game located at 12 Woodland Ave., Willard, Ohio. The burglary
occurred between the late evening hours of Thursday, March 20, 2008 and the
early morning hours of Friday, March 21, 2008.

ATF and the Willard Police Department are investigating the theft of 29
handguns.
