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BOWLING GREEN CONVICTED FELON PLEADS GUILTY TO
FIREARMS VIOLATIONS

- Sold federal confidential informant rifle and shotgun

BOWLING GREEN, KY - Kenneth Lewis England, Jr., age 38 years old, of 128 Carl
Brown Road, Park City, Kentucky, plead guilty to the indicted charge of possession of firearms
by convicted felon, David L. Huber, United States Attorney for the Western District of
Kentucky, and Paul Vido, Special Agent in Charge of the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms
and Explosives (ATF), Louisville Field Division, jointly announced today.

England admitted during his plea that on December 20, 2007, in the Western District of
Kentucky, Barren County, he was a convicted felon and in possession of two firearms and
ammunition. He admitted to selling to an ATF Confidential Informant (C1) a Mossberg rifle,
.270 caliber, model 100 ATR, serial number BA083519, a Mossberg shotgun, 12 gauge, model
New Haven-600AT, serial number H283556, thirteen rounds of Federal .270 caliber
ammunition, and twenty-five rounds of Winchester-western 12 gauge ammunition. Defendant
wrote a receipt to the Cl, signing his father's name, for the firearms. The guns along with the
receipt were turned over to the ATF. ATF agents observed the transaction and recorded it by
video. The firearms were test fired and an Interstate Nexus Report was generated indicating that
the firearms traveled in interstate commerce. Defendant was previously convicted on November

6, 2006, under Barren County, Kentucky, Indictment 03CR00254, for Possession of Anhydrous



Ammonia in Improper Container, Possession of Controlled Substance | (Methamphetamine), and
Possession of A Firearm By Convicted Felon.

In the event of a conviction, the maximum potential penalties are no more than 10 years
imprisonment, a fine of $250,000.00, and supervised release for a period of no more than 3
years. There is no parole in the federal judicial system.

The case is being prosecuted by Assistant United States Attorney Mac Shannon. The
Bowling Green Field Office of the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives (ATF)
conducted the investigation, as part of ATF’s ongoing commitment to reduce violent crime and
other threats to public safety.

Defendant, England is scheduled to appear for final sentencing before the United States
Judge Joseph McKinley, Jr., on March 16, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., in Bowling Green, Kentucky.
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
