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PROJECT BACKFIRE REMOVES A VIOLENT FELON FROM THE COMMUNITY


LOUISVILLE MAN SENTENCED AS AN ARMED CAREER CRIMINAL

David L. Huber, United States Attorney for the Western District of Kentucky, announced today that ANTONIO HENRY, age 27, of Louisville, Kentucky, was sentenced in United States District Court, Louisville, Kentucky, for being a felon in possession of ammunition and for being an armed career criminal.  Senior Judge Edward H. Johnstone, United States District Court, sentenced Henry to 23 years and 3 months imprisonment.  There is no parole in the federal judicial system.

Henry had been found guilty by a jury of being a felon in possession of ammunition.  Evidence at trial was that Henry had his girlfriend purchase ammunition for him in April 2003, so that he and his associates could shoot another man.  Also at trial, there was testimony that during a search of Henry’s residence on October 22, 2003, by the Jefferson County Division of Probation and Parole, law enforcement officials seized over 200 rounds of ammunition, much of which was designed for use in high-powered assault weapons.  Henry, who was previously convicted of drug trafficking on three separate occasions, also has convictions for assault in the first degree under extreme emotional disturbance and five counts of wanton endangerment in the first degree for firing numerous rounds into an occupied car.


This prosecution is part of the United States Attorney’s Office’s commitment to prosecuting violent offenders in Federal Court as part of Project Backfire.  Project Backfire is a partnership of the Offices of the Jefferson County Attorney, the Commonwealth Attorney, and the United States Attorney to provide consistently aggressive prosecution of crimes involving firearms.   


The case was prosecuted by Assistant United States Attorney Brian Butler and was investigated by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and the Jefferson County Division of Probation and Parole.
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
