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Sixth Destructive Device Found, $10,000 Reward Being Offered

On Saturday, May 12, 2012, at approximately 9:50 AM, the Palm Springs Police Department
received a call of a possible destructive device in the 2700 block of East Verona Road. The reporting
party was a passerby who located the device while jogging. The reporting party was not related to
any of the earlier incidents. PSPD responded to the location and observed the destructive device. It
was consistent with the five other destructive devices found earlier this week and was located
approximately one foot from the sidewalk, in a residential front yard. The Riverside County Sheriff's
Department Hazardous Device Team responded to the location to investigate the destructive device.
The device was confirmed to be a live destructive device and was rendered safe at approximately
2:10 PM. Verona Road was closed to traffic at North Farrell Drive, North Valmy Lane, and North
Volturno Road. Several residents had to stay in their homes and one voluntarily evacuated. The
area was reopened at 2:22 PM.

The Palm Springs Police Department and volunteer members of the Palm Springs Police
Mounted Search and Rescue Team conducted an area search for additional destructive devices.
PSPD is actively continuing to investigate these incidents. Members of the Riverside County
Sheriff's Department Hazardous Device Team, the Federal Bureau of Investigation, and the Bureau
of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives are assisting in this investigation.

The Palm Springs Police Department and Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives
have partnered up and are offering up to a $10,000 reward for information leading to the arrest and
conviction of the person or persons responsible for these destructive device incidents. In addition,
through Valley Crime Stoppers, any information involving these incidents which leads to an arrest,
individuals can earn a reward of up to $1,000 in cash. Please contact the Palm Springs Police
Department at 760-323-8115 and/or Valley Crime Stoppers at 760-341-STOP (7867).
