Q Show your customers that they are
valued by you by advising them that if
they do not have an FFL and later
decide to sell, trade, or otherwise
dispose of the firearm(s) they have
purchased, they should keep in mind
that there are basic guidelines
contained within the Gun Control Act
(GCA) of 1968 as well as various State,
local, county, and city laws that may
apply to such transfers. You may
provide them with a copy of the
Disposition of Firearms Notice
appearing as an attachment in this
brochure to accomplish this. Providing
