This information was extracted from
the FTS on January 3, 2018.

* FFL Theft/Loss Reports where the reported theft dates were from January 1, 2017 to
December 31, 2017 were selected.

* Firearms reported in FFL Theft/Loss Reports and subsequently determined not lost/stolen
were excluded from the totals.
