In order to maximize the effectiveness of NIBIN, “evidentiary” bullets and casings will be ATF’s first priority for entry, followed by “test-fire” bullets and casings.  Bullets and casings must be separated from other evidence in packages marked with the following information:

a. Case ID Number or Laboratory Number

b. Exhibit #

c. GRC (caliber, number of land impressions, and twist)

d. Date of crime occurrence

All test-fires to be entered into NIBIN must be previously test-fired using protocol ammunition, and those test-fired components packaged separately with the following information:

e. Case ID Number or Laboratory Number

f. Exhibit #

g. Make, model, serial number

h. GRC (caliber, number of land impressions, and twist)

i. Date firearm was seized
